Lesson Focus:

Get to school and class on time
Purpose of the Lesson
1. So all students are in class on time
2. To avoid disrupting classes in progress
3. So all students will learn to be responsible by being on time

SEL standard(s) met:  1A.3a; 1B.3a; 1C.3a; 1C.3b 

Teaching Examples
1. Students take their time leaving for school in the morning and then arrive a few minutes late.  What is a better plan?  

2. Students arrive at school on time.  When they are dismissed to class they have two choices:  they can take care of business and be in class on time or they can socialize, lose track of time, and receive consequences when they are late.  What does it look like to take care of business?  Which choice is best in the long run?

3. After the bell rings, you go to your locker and think to yourself, “What do I need?  I will not be back to my locker for two periods, so I need my books for both those classes.”  You quickly gather your books, pencils, and homework for both classes and move directly to class.  

4. The bell rings after class.  You go to your locker, stop and talk to three friends.  You barely make it to class on time, and then have to ask to use the restroom.  What is a better plan?

Activities/Role Play

1. Positive:  Chris is on time to school.  He goes to his locker and straight to his first hour class.   He is on time.
2. Negative:  Marissa is on time to school, but instead of going to her first hour class, begins a conversation with other students.  Teachers inform the students to go to class; instead the students continue to socialize.  They rush to their class late and receive a detention.

3. Ask a student who is always ready to explain how they are able to be there and be ready.

4. Take students to their lockers and have them practice getting what they need.

5. Work on organizing binders and lockers so it will be easier for students to find what they need for class.

Reinforcement Activities

1.  Compliment students who are on time
2. Give Warrior Bucks for “on-time behavior”

3. Pre-correct before dismissing students to their lockers.
