Purpose of the Lesson
1. Explain why Parkview School encourages you to keep your things locked up  
2. Describe how you can protect your “stuff”

3. Summarize ways to prevent your “stuff"

Discussion Points

These discussion questions can be used for discussion purposes, role-plays, for writing prompts, or for topics of debate to teach appropriate ways to argue a point.

1. “But keeping my things locked up is such a hassle!”

When you leave your possessions unguarded you are inviting people to steal.  Most people would never dream of stealing, but all it takes it one dishonest person.    

2. “So what if I went into her locker?  It was just a joke!”
Theft is theft, regardless of the carelessness of another person.   If you go into another person’s locker, it’s theft.  It doesn’t matter if the person left the locker unlocked.  It doesn’t matter if the person gave you the locker combination.   
3. “Yeah, well, he shouldn’t have left the locker open           .
Just because someone forgets to lock something doesn’t give you permission to take it.  This is stealing and stealing is wrong.  How would you feel if someone took something that belonged to you?  
4. “I needed it so I took it.”
Stealing is stealing.  There is no good excuse for this.  
Reinforcement Activities

1. Common good...it makes every one happier if the common good is respected.

2. Your things are protected, as is your personal space, because you took an affirmative action to protect “your stuff.”

3. Your own maturity level is acknowledged by taking care of your own stuff.
4. By protecting your items from others, you are reducing a potential conflict with others.  This makes your relationships with other students more positive.
