WARRIOR TEST TAKING TIPS

General Tips
· Be prepared by getting a good night’s sleep and eating a good breakfast.

· It is OK to be a little bit nervous.  Sometimes that even helps.

· Once you get started, your nervousness will go away.

· Be careful to bubble the answer that correlates to the question.

· Answer each question.  If you can’t finish, bubble the remaining with an answer.

· Pacing your time is important.  When the time is half up, you should be half way through the test.  For example, if there are three reading passages for 45 minutes, allow 15 minutes for each passage.

· You can refer to resources that are in the classroom.  For example, information that is printed on the classroom bulletin boards.

· If you do not know an answer to a question, make your best guess.

· Do not get stuck on a hard question, do the best you can and then move on.  You can come back to this question if you have time.  Star it, so you will remember which one you wanted to re-visit if you have time.

Reading Tips

· Read the questions first.  Mark (circle) key words/terms for the context clues.

· Then read the passage.  Again mark the key words/terms.

· Then read the questions and choices.  Make your best choice.
· Go back and scan the passage for the answer.  Re-reading is permissible.

Math Tips

· Be familiar with available tools, such as the calculator.

· Use your resources, such as a ruler, scratch paper, formula cards.
· Use labels.
· Be aware of information posted throughout the class.  You can use this.

· Work the problem and then determine your answer. Look for this answer in the choices given.

Multiple Choice Question Tips

· Your first choice is usually the best answer.

· Use the process of elimination.  Cross out the obvious wrong choices.

· Do not change your answer, unless you are positive it is a better answer.

· Look for key words:  which one is not, always, never.
